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Abstract
Reading requires automaticity with word recognition and comprehension. Why are some good readers fluent but are unable to comprehend what they are reading? The method was to use the gradual release of responsibility model with an intervention based program and reciprocal teaching (predicting, clarifying, questioning, and summarizing) with a third grade guided reading group to increase comprehension. To determine the effectiveness of this approach was to use a running record for accuracy and the critical reading inventory for comprehension. The pre and post assessment indicated students had moved a reading level demonstrating accuracy and were responding to higher levels of comprehension questions. Reciprocal teaching is a way to promote accurate reading while simultaneously increasing their overall comprehension of the text. 
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
